Over recent months there have been a few towing incidents in Habitat 1
uite
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Section B, so we'd like to take this opportunity to clarify the parking and
towing policy.

Vehicles owned by residents and parked within Habitat 1 Section B
property must be properly licensed, registered and insured. Residents are provided
with two parking hangtags, which must be displayed prominently from the vehicle’s
rearview mirror. The Habitat 1 Section B parking hangtag is a small white tag with
a reflective green triangle and number, designed to hang from the rearview mirror.

Any vehicle parked on Habitat 1 Section B property, including Reed Drive, without
a hangtag may be towed at the vehicle owner's expense without additional
warning.

Please be reminded that illegally parking in fire lanes, on the grass or any other
part of the common areas other than those areas specifically designed for parking
may result in the vehicle being towed without additional warning.
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Shhhhh....Quiet Please!

Cool fall nights invite some residents to sleep with windows open.
;) Sometimes it's easy to forget that noises carry and can be disturbing,
((‘ particularly late in the evening or early in the morning. Residents are
asked to be mindful about noise (loud car stereo, patio parties, barking
dogs, noisy conversations in the parking areas, etc.) and keep the
noise at an appropriate level.

Storage of Items in Common Areas

Please remember that Habitat 1 Section B Rules and Regulations
prohibit the storage of personal items in common areas; this includes
the mulched beds surrounding units, as well as the area under decks.
If you are storing items (i.e. trashcans, ladders, chairs, toys, bicycles
etc.) in the common area or under the deck, please remove and store
them inside your garage or fenced area.

Items stored under the deck and other common areas can have a negative visual
impact on adjoining neighbors when used as an informal storage space.

Items in the common areas may be considered as abandoned or trash and
removed without additional warning.
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Colors of Habitat

Garage doors should be
painted almond. Please
contact Diane Collins at
Procom for color specs.

Unit front doors can be
painted white, almond, or
brown.

Approved storm door colors
remain white, almond, or
brown.

Fences and decks may be
left natural wood or painted
dark brown.

Prior to conducting any
work to the exterior of your
unit or garage, an
Architectural Change
Request (ACR) form must
be submitted to the Board
and approved.

Maryland Home Improvement Commission

The Maryland Home Improvement Commission licenses and
regulates home improvement contractors, subcontractors and
salespersons. Home improvement work includes alteration,
remodeling, repair or replacement of a building or part of a
building used as a residence. Home improvement also includes
work done on individual condominium units. Home improvement
does not include work done on commonly owned areas of
condominiums or buildings that contain four or more single-family units.

The Commission has a Guaranty Fund established by assessments to contractors.
This fund compensates homeowners for actual monetary losses due to poor
workmanship or failure to perform a home improvement contract. The fund
applies only to work done by licensed contractors. Each licensed contractor is
covered by the fund for up to $100,000 for all claims. For claims based on
contracts after October 1, 2000, the amount which can be awarded per homeowner
has increased from $10,000 to $15,000. Applicants who submit a surety bond to
meet the financial solvency requirements, must submit a $20,000 bond.

Make sure the contractor you choose is licensed. It is a criminal offense for a
contractor to perform home improvements without a license and there is no
protection from the Guaranty Fund for the homeowner who uses an
unlicensed contractor.

To find the license status of a contractor visit the Maryland Home Improvement
Commission website at http://www.dlIr.state.md.us/license/home imprv/. You
may also call 410-230-6309 or 1-888-218-5925. Ask if complaints have been filed
against a contractor and whether they have been resolved or are still open.

Complaint forms and Guaranty Fund claim forms may be obtained by calling the
Maryland Home Improvement Commission or visiting their website.

Homeowner Tips

Ask prospective contractors for references and be sure to check them.
Ask for a copy of the contractor’s current liability insurance certificate.
Always get a written contract.

Pay no more than 1/3 of the contract price as down payment.

If a building permit is needed, ask to see it before work starts.

If despite your best efforts problems develop that you are unable to resolve in
short order, contact the Maryland Home Improvement Commission immediately.

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Walkway Access

Please keep in mind the walkways
in front of units and the
entranceways to the units should
not be obstructed or used for any
purpose other than ingress to and
egress from the units.

Bicycles, scooters, baby carriages,
and toys should be stored inside
the fenced area or garage. No one
enjoys coming home from work
after a long day only to have to
climb over or move toys blocking
access to their unit.

» Trash and recycles may be
placed in front of your garage
the night before pick-up.

»  Remember to promptly store
trashcans in your yard or
garage after pick-up.

» Trash cans and recycle bins
left in the common area will
be considered abandoned

and removed without warning.

> When recycling, remember to
rinse cans and bottles, and to
flatten boxes, plastic bottles,
jugs, and beverage cans.

Trash (Yes, Another Reminder!)

Imagine this scenario...

It js a beautiful Sunday afternoon, and you have heard of the
beauty of the Crofton area. You see an "Open House" sign. You
Y drive in to "check out the property".

At the entrance to the court with the unit for sale, you see
trash bags or broken furniture, appliances, or gardening debris
in the parking area and in the commons area. Would you want
to live in this court much less buy here?

Most residents in the Habitats follow the rules for the storage and pick up of
trash, but too many residents ignore them with increasing frequency. All of us
see trash out after the scheduled pickups and at inappropriate times and
places. If you miss the trash collection, store trash in your garage until the
next scheduled pickup. Trash that sits out all day is both unsightly and a
health hazard. Further, the crows and squirrels are more than ready to open
bags and scatter garbage about the lawns.

Please remember that all trash (including pet waste) must be properly
bagged and left in front of your garage by 7:00 AM on Monday and
Thursday. Prior to trash or recycle collection, trash and recycles must
be stored inside your garage or fenced area. Trash cans and recycle bins
remaining in the common area after collection may be removed without
additional warning.

Illegal Activity

Anyone with information about illegal drug activity in Anne Arundel
County can call the countywide drug hotline at 800-752-DRUG.
The answering machine is in operation 24-hours a day. Anonymity
is honored.

The Northern District police station has a hotline and asks that anyone
with information about a crime call 410-222-6139. The Northern District
covers Brooklyn Park and Glen Burnie, but police will take information on
crimes in any area.

The hotline for the Eastern District police station, covering Pasadena, Severna
Park, Arnold and part of Glen Burnie is 410-766-7892.

The Western District police station also has a hotline. Anyone with information
about a crime can call and leave a message at 410-674-6613.

You don’t have to leave your name to call.
Disabled Vehicles

If you own a car phone, you can report a disabled vehicle by calling #77. State
Police have a free 24-hour line available just for cellular phones to report
disabled motorists and other non-emergency traffic problems.

Bell Atlantic Mobile and Cellular One, the two car-phone agencies in Maryland,
created the line with the State Police and the State Highway Administration.

If the problem is an emergency, 911 remains the correct number to call. All
#77 calls should be non-emergencies concerning traffic tie-ups, disabled
automobiles or minor accidents that are blocking traffic.
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Fences

» Must be 5-6 feet high board-on-board
style with a 1 x 4 rail cap.

» Wood should be left natural or
stained/painted dark brown to match the
trim on the units

» Fence posts must be well secured or
placed in concrete

» Fence gates must match fence style,
height, color and material

» Architectural Change Request (ACR)
form is required before replacing
existing fence.

Architectural Review

Prior to installing a new unit door, storm
door, slider, windows, or light fixture, an
Architectural Change Request is
required.

To minimize problems and needless
expenses incurred correcting
unapproved installations, a written
application and approval is required
prior to making any changes to the
exterior of your unit. It is strongly
recommended that approval of the
replacement fixture be obtained prior to
purchase.

Forms submitted prior to the first
Thursday of the month will be reviewed
and decided at the monthly board
meeting. Submissions received after the
first Thursday will be reviewed and
decided at the next monthly meeting.

FDIC Issues Fraudulent Email Alert

7 Y9\  complaints from consumers who received an email that has
% the appearance of being sent from the FDIC. The email
///////////// informs the recipient that Department of Homeland Security
Director Tom Ridge has advised the FDIC to suspend all deposit insurance
on the recipient’s bank account due to suspected violations of the USA
Patriot Act. The email further indicated that deposit insurance would be
suspended until personal identity, including bank account information, can
be verified.

This email was not sent by the FDIC and is a fraudulent attempt to obtain
personal information from consumers. Consumers should not access the
link provided within the body of the email and should not under any
circumstances provide any personal information through this media.

The FDIC and the FBI are attempting to identify the source of the emails
and disrupt the transmission. Until this is achieved, consumers are asked
to report any similar attempts to obtain this information to the FDIC by
sending information to alert@fdic.gov.

Dog Owners

Several residents have expressed concerns about the
increase of animal waste on common areas and of unleashed
animals in the Habitat common areas. Please remember that
your pets are to be kept on a leash at all times and never tied
up and left alone in common areas. No matter how friendly
your dog is, he or she may become “spooked” by another animal, a
vehicle, or someone walking in the community that could result in injury to
the animal or a resident.

Dryer Vents

Recently a Habitat resident reported that his dryer was not
working properly. He called a repairman to check it for the
cause. He learned that the vent was clogged with lint and was in
danger of causing a fire. Residents should check vents and lint
screens regularly to prevent potential vent fires.

Water and Sewer

One of the Habitat's largest expenses is for water and sewer.
Water and sewer service is included as part of your monthly
condo fee. Increases in the county’s water/sewer rates are in

part responsible for the increase in condo fees.

You can do your part toward saving water and keeping our common
expenses down by doing a number of things. The biggest waste of water
by far is improperly operating toilets — usually caused by warped flapper or
improperly set water level.

Be sure to repair faucets that drip and when using your dishwasher or
washing machine make sure to run with full loads.
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
