Holiday Decorations: Reminders & Tips

area. However, decorations may not be displayed or extension cords run on general
common areas, buildings, or roofs.

Setting up holiday decorations is exciting and fun. The bright lights and
decorat ions give our condominium community a festive atmosphere. To
keep the holidays merry and bright for everyone in our community, we
offer the following reminders and tips.

U Lights of a flashing or steady nature may be displayed from your fence or deck but
may not be mounted to the building or roof. For your safet vy, residents are never
authorized or permitted to be on the roof of units.

U To avoid the risk of fire we ask that residents not overload electrical circuits with

holiday lights.

U  Lights must be rated for outdoor use , With no exposed wiri
shopping for outdoor || ights, check for two
foutdooro designati on. Anything | ess, 1diterdlyy
The same goes for extension cords that you may purchase for your outdoor lights.

0 When deco rating wi t h l'ight s, be sur e t he i

nei ghbor 6s ipantidutarly bedroom windows.

U  Turn off all outdoor lights before you head to bed or whenever you leave the house.
The practice of leaving outdoor lights burning overnight is r isky because the lights
and cords become warm after being lit for such a lengthy period, and can melt or
catch fire.

U  All decorations must be removed and stored by January 31

An inspection of the community will be performed. Any resident displaying
decorat ions or running extension cords in the general common areas will be asked
to relocate them to their fenced or deck area.

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Police to Assist with Parking
Enforcement

Because of continued problems and complaints regarding congestion
on the courts, pa rking in fire lanes, and parking without a Habitat
parking hangtag, = Anne Arundel County Police have been given
permission by the Board of Directors to enter our property
and cite or tow vehicles illegally parked.

Please be reminded that any vehicle parked on Habitat 1 Section B property must
display a hangtag from the rearview mirror, including vehicles parked on Reed
Drive. Each unit is issued two parking hangtags. Vehicles without hangtags must

park on Holly Hill Lane or Tilghman Drive.

Piggyback parking on the courts is prohibited as it creates safety, access, and
navigational difficulties for first responders and emergency vehicles, as well as
problems for residents on the court, including impeding access to their garage.
Piggyback parking is the practic e of parking one vehicle directly behind the other in
front of the garages. The police will note any vehicle that is piggybacked or that

does not have a Habitat parking hangtag and place a reminder on that vehicle. If

the vehicle is parked in this manner a gain, it may be towed without additional
warning. Again, overflow parking is available on Holly Hill Lane and Tilghman Drive

for all vehicles. Vehicles with hangtags may park on Reed Drive.

Also note that only those commercial vehicles on official business are permitted on
the courts during normal business hours. Residents driving work vehicles must

park the vehicle on Holly Hill Lane or Tilghman Drive. Additionally, trailers, boats,
RVs, snowmobiles, jet skis, or any other recreational pleasure craft are n
permitted on Habitat 1 Section B property and must be stored off site.

Vehicle Exhaust

With winter approaching and the weather turning colder, Diane Collins
our Community Manager at ProCom has received several complaints
from residents living in units over the garages regarding vehi cle
exhaust fumes seeping into their unit from vehicles left running inside
the garage or directly in front of the garage for an extended period of
time. We ask all residents to please be mindful and considerate of their neighbors when
operating their vehi cles in or near the garage. Normal circulation does not provide
enough fresh air to reliably prevent dangerous accumulations of CO inside the unit.
When leaving, start your vehicle and immediately exit the garage. When returning, pull
into the garage and i mmediately turn your engine off. Never leave your engine
running while it is inside the garage or immediately in front of the garage.

Carbon monoxide is an odorless, tasteless gas produced when fuels burn incompletely,

such as when a vehicle is idling. Exp osure to CO can cause sleepiness, headache,
dizziness, blurred vision, nausea, shortness of breath, and convulsions. Without fresh

air you could die.

Vehicle engines should not be warmed up for long periods of time prior to driving.
Idling is not an effect ive way to warm up your engine, even in cold weather. The best
way to do this is to drive the vehicle.

Excessive idling is hard on your engine and can actually damage engine components,

including cylinders, spark plugs, and the ex
wor king at peak operating temperatur e, fuel
This leaves fuel residues that contaminate engine oil and make spark plugs dirty. Also,
have your vehiclebds muffler and tailpipe chec
Because CO is nearly impossible to detect, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency,
as well as fire departments recommend the install ation of a carbon monoxide detector
near sleeping areas. The cost of a CO detector is approximately $30 -$50. More
expensive direct wire models are also available.

. holidays 1 Christmas, Hanukkah, Kwanzaa I can drive already stressed
individuals to abuse their families.

Domestic violence and abuse are crimes that should not be treated lightly. If you h ear
or know of abuse, report it immediately. Call 911 and tell the operator there is a
domestic disturbance. If someone is battering or abusing you, contact the Domestic
Violence Hotline at (410) 222 -6800 or 1 -800 -MD -HELPS, or the Rape Crisis
Hotline at (4  10) 222 -RAPE.
In Maryland, victims of domestic violence can get legal protection even when the courts
are closed. The District Court Commissioners can issue Interim Protective Orders and
Interim Peace Orders even when the courts are closed, on weekends, ho lidays or at

night. The law became effective on December 18, 2002.

Anne Arundel County Animal Control has also established a Pet Support Program for
the pets of domestic violence victims. The program provides temporary shelter, at a
moments notice, for the pet(s) of domestic violence victims who must immediately
escape abusive situations. For more information contact Anne Arundel County Animal

Signs of Drug Activity

know what an investigation requires and how you can help.

Some Behaviors that May Indicate Drug Activity

0  An unusually large amount of traffic to one unit at strange hours. This
traffic is usually quick an  d the individuals stay only a short period of
time.

0 Finding drugs or drug paraphernalia (syringes, pipes, baggies, etc.) in
the area.

0 Noxious odors coming from around the residence or building, such as a
Amustyo smell

0 Residence where extreme security mea sures seem to have been taken.

U  Residence where no owner or primary renter is apparent, and no home
activities i yard work, maintenance, etc. I seemto go on.

Reporting Drug Activity

Individuals cannot assume that the police are aware of the activity or tha

nei ghbor has call ed. Donét assume that
activity is ongoing, continue to report the activity. If the pattern changes, report

that change. All neighbors affected by the drug activity are strongly
encouraged to r eport.

What to Report
0  What makes you think drugs are being sold? Have you found drug
paraphernalia? How long has the activity gone on?

0 Have you reported the activity previously? If so, when? Is the drug
activity occurring at the same address or multiple ad dresses? Have you
seen any weapons? How many and what kind?

0 Keep alog and record dates, times of day, number of individuals in and
out. If vehicles are involved, record a detailed description of the vehicle
(make, model, year, two -door or four -door, disti nctive features)
including tag number, expiration, and state.

What Happens After You Make A Report

Police need to be aware of the activity but do not need to respond immediately.
Drug transactions seldom involve any danger to either participants or
bystand ers. Drug deals are over very quickly. Often by the time an officer
responds the transaction is complete and the individuals involved have moved
on.

U 911 for activity in progress

U0 (410) 222 -8610 for non -emergency calls for assistance

You can report anonymous ly, but it is more helpful if you provide your name and
phone number in case other information is needed.

Your reports are very important. While this information may not be used as
direct justification for arrest or probable cause for a search warrant, it
useful in an investigation. |t l et s
reports provide a reason for the police to undertake an investigation of an
individual or residence.

Repairs & Inoperable Vehicles

U Except for minor adjustments, repairs
to vehicles and the drainage of
automotive fluids are not permitted on
Habitat 1 Section B Condominium
property.

U Junk, derelict, or other inoperable
vehicles are not permitted on
Condominium property. Vehicles which
cannot operate on their own power
must be removed from the property
within 24-hours.

U  Vehicles parked on Condominium
property are required to have current
tags and registration and must display
a Habitat 1 Section B parking hangtag.

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Snow Removal

Habitat 1 Section B has once again contracted with CS Lawn Inc.
for snow removal in our community. The principal goal after any
snowstorm is to clear enough snow so that people who need to leave
can get out of the parking areas and return agai n when they need to
do so. Automatic disbursement of truck plows occurs at three (3)
inches of registered snowfall. Snow will be plowed within twelve
(12) hours after precipitation has stopped.

How You Can Help

To reduce the risk of damage to vehicles, the contractor will not clear snow
from areas blocked by vehicles. With this in mind, we ask that residents
park their vehicles inside their garage.

We also ask that residents avoid blocking the corners of the parking lot to
enable the snow removal crew to de posit snow removed from the parking
areas onto the general common area.

Christmas Tree Disposal

Each year Habitat contracts with CS Lawns
to have Christmas trees removed from the
community after the holidays. To allow
residents time to remove decorations,
Christmas trees will be picked up on
January 13.

Prior to pickup, trees must be stored in your
fenced area or deck until the night before
the scheduled pickup day. We ask that
residents not throw trees into the common
area.
