i  Turn off all outdoor lights before you head to bed or whenever you leave the
house. The practice of leaving outdoor lights burning overnight is risky because
the lights and cords become warm after being lit for such a lengthy period, and
can melt or catch fire.

i All decorations must be removed and stored by January 31

An inspection of the community will be performed. Any resident displaying
decorations or running extension cords in the general common areas will be
asked to relocate them to their fenced or deck area.

Carbon Monoxide Poisoning

Last winter our community manager, Diane Collins, received a
number of complaints regarding carbon monoxide from residents
in units directly over the garages. As winter and cold weather
approach, keep in mind that when entering and exiting your
garage, exhaust from idling vehicles can migrate into adjoining units. We ask
all residents to please be mindful and considerate of their neighbors when
operating vehicles in or near the garage. Normal circulation does not provide
enough fresh air to reliably prevent dangerous accumulations of CO inside the
unit.

When leaving, start your vehicle and immediately exit the garage. When
returning, pull into the garage and immediately turn your vehicle engine off.
Never leave your engine running while it is inside the garage or

immediately in front of the garage.

Because CO is nearly impossible to detect, the U.S. Environmental Protection
Agency, as well as fire departments recommend the installation of a carbon
monoxide detector near sleeping areas. The cost of a CO detector is
approximately $30-$50. More expensive direct wire models are also available.

We strongly encourage residents with units over or adjacent to the garages to
install a carbon monoxide detector in or near their sleeping areas.

Snow Removal

CS Lawn Inc. has been contracted again this year for snow removal in
the Habitat 1 Section B community. The principal goal after any
snowstorm is to clear enough snow so that people who need to leave
can get out of the parking areas and return again when they need to do
so. Automatic disbursement of tr uck plows occurs at three (3)

inches of registered snowfall. Snow will be plowed within twelve (12) hours

after precipitation has stopped.

How You Can Help

To reduce the risk of damage to vehicles, the contractor will not clear snow from
areas blocked by v ehicles . With this in mind, we ask that residents park their
vehicles inside their garage.

We also ask residents to avoid blocking the corners of the parking lot to enable the
snow removal crew to deposit snow removed from the parking areas onto the general
common area.

Christmas Tree Disposal

Each year Habitat 1 Section B contracts with CS Lawns to have
Christmas trees removed from the community after the holidays. To
allow residents time to remove decorations, Christmas trees will be
picked up on Friday, January 12.

Prior to pick-up we ask that residents refrain from throwing trees into
the common area. Please store your tree inside your fenced area, deck, or garage until
the night before the scheduled pick-up day.

To minimize problems and needless
expenses incurred correcting
unapproved installations, a written
application and approval is required
prior to making any changes to the
exterior of your unit. It is strongly
recommended that approval of the
replacement fixture be obtained prior to
purchase.
